MEASUREMENTS 
6.1
All boats must have an up to date measurement certificate.
6.2
There will be spot checks of sails & hull measurements through out the regatta.
7.
SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Sailing Instructions will be available at the Registration desk.  The Organising Authority will endeavour to publish the Sailing Instructions prior to the 25th February on www.minnow.org.au.
8.
THE COURSES
Courses will be set as variations of a windward /Leeward/ triangle course.
The Novice course shall be a triangle course raced immediately off the beach.

9.
PENALTY SYSTEM
A protest committee will be appointed in accordance with RRS 89.2 (b).

           A Protest Arbitration process will be as a first resort for protest resolution during the Regatta.

          All protest hearing will be closed to non-official committee member including Parents& coach.

10.
SAFETY

10.1
All sailors competing in the Regatta must comply with Yachting Australia Special Regulations Part 1.2. Personal Equipment.

11.
SUPPORT BOATS
Coaches and other support personnel shall stay 100m outside areas where boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal until all boats have finished or the Race Committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment, except when asked to assist by the Race Committee.

RUBBISH DISPOSAL

Boats shall not put rubbish in the water.  Rubbish may be placed aboard support and race committee boats.

13.
PRIZES

Prizes will awarded at the discretion of the Victorian Minnow Association.
14.
RIGHTS TO USE NAME AND LIKENESS
In participating in the regatta, a competitor automatically grants the Organising Authority and the sponsors of the regatta, the right in perpetuity to make, use and show, from time to time and at their discretion, any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or film television and other reproductions of him/her during the period of the competition for the said regatta in which the competitor participates and in all material related to the said regatta without compensation.
15.
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See rule 4, Decision to Race.  The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
16.
INSURANCE
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of AUD$5,000,000.  By signing the Entry Form sailors are deemed to have made a declaration that they have such cover.

17.
BOAT STORAGE.
There is limited storage available at Parkdale Yacht Club; boats will be required to be stored unrigged. Boats may be delivered during the week prior to the event by arrangement.
